With reference to your application dated 20/09/2022 and on the basis of correspondence made with the
school thereafter and inspection of the school carried out, I, the Education Officer (Primary) Pune Zilla
Parishad Pune, giving the provisional approval to the Class 1 to Class 8th to Gurukul English Medium
School, At & PO Karegaon, Tal. Shirur, Dist Pune UDISE No. 27251203723 (under Self Financing English
Medium) managed by Brahamachaitanya Education Society At & PO Karegaon Tal. Shirur, Dist. Pune for a
period of three years from 1st of April 2022 to 31st March 2025.

The above-said approval is subject to compliance with the following conditions:

1. The term of approval shall not be extended and there shall be no binding term for approval or affiliation after
the eighth class under any circumstances.

2. The school shall comply with the provisions of The Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education
(RTE) Act, 2009 (Annexure 1) and The Maharashtra Right of Children to Free & Compulsory Education
Rules 2011 (Annexure 2).

3. The school shall allow free entrance to the nearby weak children and deprived section of the society in the
first standard and to the extent of 25% of the total number of students in that class admitted. It shall offer free
and compulsory education till completion of their education and as also in the case of pre-primary classes,
the necessary percentage shall be complied with.

4. In terms of Section 12(2) of the Act, for the children mentioned in Para 3, to obtain reimbursement of the
fees, the school should maintain a separate bank account.

5. The School Society / Trust shall not recover any capitation fee and shall not make any scrutiny of the child or
its mother or father or parents.

6. No child shall be denied admission to the school on account of lack of evidence of age, religion, caste or
creed, the birthplace of a child or on account of any of these reasons.

7. (1) The child admitted to the school shall not be kept stranded in the same class to which he is studying
presently and shall not be dismissed from the school till completion of primary education. (2) No child shall
be made to undergo any physical punishment or mental harassment. (3) No child shall be made to pass any
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board examination till completion of primary education. (4) The child shall be awarded a certificate upon
completion of preparatory education as stipulated in Rule 23. (5) In terms of the provisions of the Act, the
handicapped/special needs child shall be accommodated. (6) In terms of section 23(1) of the Act, the
appointment of a teacher with minimum qualification shall be made. However, it is added that a teacher not
holding minimum qualification on the date of initiation of the Act, shall have to acquire minimum qualification
within 5 years. (7) The teachers shall have to carry out their responsibilities in terms of Section 24(1) of the
Act. and (8) The teacher shall not engage himself in Private tuition, which shall be confirmed by the school.

8. The school shall adopt a curriculum on the basis of studies prescribed and directed by the authority.
9. The school shall grant admission to the students in terms of the facilities provided by it in terms of Section 19

of the School Act.
10. The school shall follow the specified standards and authenticators in terms of Section 19 of the School Act.

During the last inspection of the school following facilities were found available in the school:

11. No classes or divisions that have which do not have approval shall be allowed to be conducted on the school

premises or anywhere else.
12. The school building, other construction, and the ground shall be used for educational and skill development

purposes.
13. The school is managed by the Society registered under the Registration of Society Act 1860 (21 of 1860) or

a Public Trust duly registered under the Bombay Public Trust Act 1950.
14. The school is not being managed for the profit derived by a person, or group, or group of persons, or for any

other reason to obtain profit.
15. The school's accounts should be audited and duly certified by the Chartered Accountant and statements be

prepared.  Copy of all the statements should be sent to the District Education Officer.
16. Your school has been allotted recognized Code No.SWAYAM-2013/(85/13)MASHI-1 dated 15th June 2013.

This should be mentioned whenever making correspondence with this office which please note.
17. Information / Reports as sought by the Director of Education / District Education Officer from time to time

should be complied with by the school. To keep the approval of the school continuously or to eliminate
deficiencies in the working of the school, instructions given by the Government or Local authorities should be
followed.

18. Renewal of registration of the Society if any should be ensured.
